Principal’s Report 

 

In light of the recent tragedies in schools around the country, Ms. Tyler wanted to assure 

parents that Safety and Security is her number one priority.  In the event of an emergency 

there is an Eagle View crisis plan in place.  Ms. Tyler stated cameras are located at the 

back doors. The only accessible doors during school hours are those located in the front 

of the school.  On Nov 1
st
 Tabletop exercises will be conducted.  Tabletop exercises 

include mock disasters and mock emergencies.  Ms. Tyler reiterated that parents or 

anyone visiting the school must sign-in at the main office before proceeding to any area 

of the building.  Ms. Tyler indicated that parents are welcome to visit but do so in a 

manner to insure a safe and secure school. 

 

During the safety and security talks some parents expressed concern over the speed limit, 

the lack of a cross walk and yellow flashing lights that warn drivers of a school zone on 

Legato.  Lance Crystal stated he tried contacting Fairfax County to no avail.  We 

discussed the possibly of circulating a petition.
