COUNSELOR & CORNER
Guidance Lessons

In May the counselors presented lessons on four different topics: career awareness and exploration, building relation:
ships, transitioning to middle school and learning to solve problems.

+ During the lessons on careers, kindergartners, first, third and fourth graders learned about the relationship be-
tween future careers and their interests, abilities and talents.

+ Second graders learned a five step problem solving model which can be applied to many situations they may
face. Students were then given some sample problems to try to solve, and were also asked to try the process
with a real problem. Please encourage your children to use this model when a problem arises!

Step 1: Identify the problem

Step 2: Think of some solutions. Students were encouraged to brainstorm as many as possible in
case a few ideas do not work.

Step 3: Evaluate each solution by asking four questions: Is it safe? How might people feel about it?
Is it fair? Will it work?

Step 4: Choose a solution and use it.

Step 5: Is it working? If not, choose a new solution to try.

+ In fifth grade guidance, students were give four strategies to utilize when they encounter the difficulties along
the up and down ride of a friendship. They incl ui
directly or let them go; Every interaction is a window to character, yours and theirs; and Decide where to pour
your energy. We will keep examining how these strategies apply to problems when studegitsrgelfis-
cuss peer relationship issues.

+ In sixth grade guidance, students discussed their favorite memories of elementary school, and then shared wha
they are looking forward to and also worried about in middle school. They viewed a video about common con-
cerns about the transition including getting lost in a bigger building, dealing with lockers, meeting new friends,
increased academic requirements and having many more teachers. Strategies were given for each concern pre
sented. A parent handout was included as part of this lesson which provides tips for helping your sixth grader
prepare for next year. Please contact Mrs. Hemmig if you did not receive one.

Lanier Middle School Visit

All sixth grade students attending Lanier Middle School next year will have the opportunity to visit the school on
June 8, 2007. Permission forms were sent home in the May 9 Wednesday folders and were due back on May 16.

Additionally, each sixth grade class will also have
the opportunity to practice opening combination locks to help students become comfortable with this new skill. A set
of three locks is circulating around each sixth grade classroom.
