Recognizing our own need to take a time out to calm down as well as helping children identify
when they need a break is essential. In that cool down time, our brains can process the intense
feelings that are preventing us from thinking clearly and allow us to be ready for more produc-
tive communication.

Finally, fouls that prohibit fair fighting include changing the subject, making excuses, name
calling, being judgmental, blaming, bringing up the past, threatening and using sarcasm. If these
fouls come up, take a break and return when both parties agree to be more respectful in their
communication.

We hope you find these tips helpful in resolving your conflicts at home just as your children
are working on improving their skills for solving problems with their peers. If we can help me-
diate any conflict, please contact us.

Decisions on schedule changes are made after careful

study of the best information available from many

sources including weather services, the highway depart-

ment, the police, and FCPS transportation staff members

who are out checking the roads. While no sources deal-

ing with weathey, gyegictions can be infallible, decisions

are made with one overriding consideratidrihe safety

of the students who ride buses or walk to school each

day.

FCPS has several schedules set up to deal with
inclement weather; these are put into effect

when conditions threaten the safety of children
who are walking or riding school buses to schools.
These schedules are:

(1) Keep schools closed
(2) Open two hours late
(3) Close two hours early

In every case of a schedule change:

tune in to local radio and television stations

(including cable Channel 21, a channel programmed

by the school system), which are notified as soon as

a decision is made.

not be your first or only option for receiving emergency
closing information.
