January was Bullying Awareness Month. Bullying among children and adolescents is a frequent problem that may havenan impact
your child. The purpose of this article is to give you some background about bullying and some ideas of what to do figmu sus
that your child is being bullied.

What is bullying? Bullying among children is aggressive behavior that involves an imbalance of power or strength. Typically, it is
repeated over time. Bullying can take many forms, such as hitting and/or punching; teasing or name calling; intimidagen usin
tures or social exclusion; and sending insulting messages by phoreait.e
