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Guidance lessons in February have focused on celebrating diversity and encouraging coopera-

tion. Our school is a microcosm of our diverse community in the Washington area. Our stu-

dents at Eagle View speak 36 different languages. Our classrooms are quite diverse. Acceptance 

of differences and respect for all is essential for all to learn at their potential. As issues arise in 

classrooms we counselors may go in and teach extra lessons on sensitivity. Children look to us 

adults for modeling and absorb our attitudes of acceptance or intolerance in subtle ways: nega-

tive side comments made regarding others, reactions to news reports, even misinterpreted 

comments they attribute to a culture. We must be careful regarding the lessons we impart to 

our children.

One of the most important lessons parents can teach their children is tolerance for others - 

acceptance of differences in appearance, culture, language, or ability. This can be particularly dif-

ficult at those developmental stages when children seem more vulnerable to teasing and peer 

pressure. In the presence of a desirable social group, children can easily become caught up in 

behaviors that lead to stigmatizing others because of some characteristic. This stigmatizing usu-

ally results from misunderstandings of individual differences or from prejudices reflected in their 

neighborhoods or communities. These perceptions often reflect the behaviors and attitudes of 

significant adults in these children's lives.
