The 

latest version of the proposed school budget approved by the School 

Board increases class size and freezes salaries. If the additional money 

is not added from the County government additional cuts will take 

place. A budget is to be finalized by May 21. You can find additional 

budget information by visiting www.fcps.edu. Another topic of inter-

est is the proposed changes to the school start and dismissal times. In 

this proposal, the school day at Eagle View would change from 9:05-

3:45 to 9:20-4:00. A community dialogue meeting is scheduled on 

Wednesday, February 25, 7 to 9 p.m., at Rocky Run Middle School. 

 

Despite all the gloom and doom shared above, we remain steadfastly 

committed to the Eagle View students and greatly appreciate your on-

going support. We will stick together to get through the obstacles 

and maintain our commitment to this great school.

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Proposed Changes for School Start and Dismissal Times  
 

Based on a report from its Transportation Task Force, the Fairfax County School Board is considering the 

possibility of changing school start and dismissal times, beginning with the 2009-10 school year. In addition to 

new start and dismissal times, the Transportation Task Force report offers recommendations that would also 

improve the overall effectiveness of FCPSõ transportation system.  The changes would affect elementary, mid-

dle, and high school students.  Because changing school start and dismissal times could affect work schedules, 

child care arrangements, and after-school activitiesñincluding athleticsñthe School Board wants to hear 

from the public about the pros and cons of the changes. 

 

As outlined by Ms. Tyler at Februaryõs PTA meeting, the proposed change would shift Eagle Viewõs start time 

from 9:05 a.m. to 9:20 a.m. and dismissal from 3:45 p.m. to 4:00 p.m.  

 

EVES PTA strongly encourages parents to complete an online survey that is available through the month of 

February for parents, staff, and community members. Students will respond through their FCPS 24/7 ac-

counts.  Also, seven community dialogue meetings will be held during the last week in February for families 

and community members to share their thoughts about the proposed changes. Citizens are encouraged to 

attend one of the meetings.
