We are now on the official

consider class placements 
for the 2009-2010 school 
year.  At Eagle View, this 
process is a team effort. 
Our specialists, guidance 
counselors, and 
classroom teachers assist 
the administrative team in 
reviewing and discussing 
each student in order to 
form classes that are 
balanced by gender, 
academic performance 
and specific learning 
needs. Our goal is to 
place each child in a class 
where his or her individual 
instructional, social, and 
emotional needs are met. 
In order to achieve this 
goal, information provided 
by teachers and 
specialists regarding the 
student’s academic 
achievement, work habits, 
social behavior and 
special services currently 
received is carefully 
evaluated. Information 
about any special health 
issues and whether a 
student should be 
separated from another 
student for academic or 
social reasons is also 
taken into consideration.  
If you have any 
information about your 
child and/or the type of 
learning environment you 
would feel be best suited 
for your child, please 
share it with me in writing 
by August 1. Please do 
not, however, request a 

particular teacher as 
changes in personnel 
occur frequently and are 
also impacted by an 
increase or decrease in 
enrollment. In addition, 
many of our current 
teachers have opted to 
teach in different grade 
levels during the 2009-
2010 school year.  
Teacher assignments, 
therefore, are not usually 
finalized until the week 
prior to the opening of 
school.  We are 
committed to building the 
classrooms in which we 
believe all children will 
learn best and be most 
successful. Thank you in 
advance for your 
contribution, 
understanding and 
support of this important 
process. Classroom 
assignments will be 
posted on the front doors 
of the school the evening 
of Wednesday, 
September 2 in 
preparation for Open 
House on Thursday, 
September 3 from 1p.m. - 
3 p.m.
